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Review of 1923 Football Season 

Gridiron reminiscences are among the most pleasant to all college students. The 
thrills which come from this all-important phase of college life are unequalled. 
Unlike many other college .activities the "old fo lks" are as much interested in footb all 
as the yo ung, and especially if they have a son w ho is a gridiron hero . Consequently, 
future Ouachita fami lies wi ll center many of their fires id e talks around this section of 
the college annual. 

The season opened on the home field October 5 with Dallas U ni versity, when the 
Tigers defeated the visitors 3-0. The Ti gers fa r outplayed the visitors, but fumbled 
often. The Tige rs mad e 12 first down'S to Dallas' 3· 

The next game, with Mississippi A. and M., was fought with a loss of 6-6. Con­
sidering the weight and abi lity of the great A. and M. team, this was a good fi ght for 
the Tigers. The Tigers played a brilliant game wi th the A and M . last yea r. tying 
them 7-7. 

O n October 27, Ouachita lost a hard -fought, but brilliant, game with Baylor. 
The Ti ge rs made 14 first downs against 15, and completed 7 passes. The sco re wa·3 
3-0 in favo r of Ouachita at the end of the first half, but at the end of the game Baylor 
came back with r6 points in her favo r and the Tigers s ti ~l had 3· 

Probably the hard est fought game of the season was with A rkansas U ni versity on 
November 3· The Ti ge rs, hurt by injuries received at Baylor, fought the U ni versity 
to 'a scoreless tie on a mudd y field at Fayettevi lle. 

The Tigers defeated College of the Ozarks, 14-6, on Frid ay, Nov. r6, on the A. U. 
William~ Field. 

The nex t game was an overwhelming defeat fo r H endrix. The feature of the game 
was the Tigers ' brilliant passing, fl anked by long end runs and hard line plu nges. The 
score was 37-7 . 

Ouachita rooters cou ld hard ly bel ieve their eyes when they saw the Tige rs go dow n 
in defeat on Turkey Day. It was the first time in ove r a decade. But somebody said 
that the law of ave rages holds good in football as well as elsewhere. We have no 
alibi , but here are the facts: Ouachita made 19 first downs to Henderson's 7, completed 
I 3 passes with a gain of 400 yard s, and lost the game on breaks, with a score of 26-6. 
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FRANK TuRBERVILLE . - . H alfback 

· T he story of F rank Turberville hardly needs retelling in Arkansas. Hail ed as 
possibly the greatest athlete that Ouachita ever produced, he blazed a brilliant path 
through state athletics. Four-year letter man in football, three yea rs all-state, captain 
and outstanding star, a great pl ayer most feared and prepared fo r by opposing 
teams,; tireless, powerful , and always lighting, he was a ve ritabl e football machine. 
He was an idea l captain, knowing the game thoroughly, and a lways setti ng the pace. 
Certainly Ouachita has ne\·er produced a g reater footba ll player than "Tubby." 

WILLIAM MoNTGOMERY, Captain-elect . Center 

T he next season will be the fourth for " Hos." He will make a great captain, 
being a heady and g reat player, and always dependable. He was one of the leading 
lig ures. in the line, breaking through and na iling a ma n aga in and again. His "old 
pepper" is one of his most va luab le assets. T he honor of being captain of the '2.~ 
T igers stamps him as a truly g reat p layer. 

WILLIAM WALTON •. . H alfback and Fullback 

"Bill" sta rted the season at half, but after the injury to Perry, was shifted to 
f ullback. He is one of the type of men that always work and put out their best. 
Handicapped the entire season by a bad knee, he yet played brilliantly, ca rrying the 
ball well on plunges an'a end runs, and a lways being there w ith the interference. H e 
has made three letters, and g raduating this year, will leave a big gap in the 
T iger backfield. 
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SAM DARD ' ' E . Tackle 

"Sammy" placed last season as an a ll -.state tackle, and made his third letter in 
football. T his is sufficient proof of his qualifications. l-Ie was always in the thick 
of the fight, g iving his best. T here was no doubt from the time the season opened 
but that he would land an a ll-state berth . He has fin ished at Ouachita and his place 
wi ll be hard to fill. 

EDGAR DARDNNE . Guard 

Broth-er of the famous Sam, "Bee" brought home some fame of his own. l-Ie and 
K ing, as the other guard, time and again drew applause and favorable comment 
for the aggressive style of their pl aying. l-Ie sta rred in the ' Arkansas game, and 
also made the second a ll -state team. He _ has made th ree letters, and will be one of 
the mainstays of the line next yea r. 

DALE SCJ'l'T . . Tackle 

T he "Major" came to Ouachita in the fa ll of I 9:!0, and p layed on the T ige rettes 
fo r two seasons. H e made his letter in '22, and last season was his best. He was one 
of the regular t ack les, playing in every game and always reliable. l-Ie finLhcs by 
g raduation this spring, and it wil l he ha rd to fill his pl ace next yea r. 
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ALYMER CANNON . . I-l alfback 

"Bang" is one of th e most dependab le and steady players that ever wo re· a Tiger 
uniform. At bucking the line he knows but few equals. · His tackles are hard a nd 
accurate. In addition to bucking the lin e, he ca rried the ball beautifully, running 
very low and hard. He has played three seasons w ith the T ige rs, besides three in 
hig h school, and he knows football from A to Z. 

CAREY SELPH • ·. Quarterback 

Selph has made two footba ll lette rs in as many years at Ouachita, and la st season 
pulled dow n ' an a ll-state position by ·practically a unanimous vote. He is truly a 
g reat quarterback, one of the tripl e threat men so often hera lded in fiction, but so 
r a rely seen in rea lity. He passes with uncanny accuracy, ca rri es the ball well either 
through the line, or arou nd the end s a nd kicks consistently. His two remaining yea rs 
should be fi ll ed wi th great achievements. 

MERVING PERRY . .. . Fullback 

"Pe·ewee" is a peewee in name onl y, fo r he boasts I 88 pounds of thew and muscle 
which he can throw ·with pile-driving force against the line. He is the id ea l rock 
cru sher type of f ullback. He played brillia ntl y up to th e mid -season when he suf­
fere d a dislocated vertebrae in the Little Rock Coll ege game, causing his right si de to 
become temporarily para lyzed. He was virtually assured of an a ll -state position up 
to that time, but was unabl e to play but very littl e afterwards. Time and chirop ractic 
specia li sts have cured the injury, and hi s two rema ining years should be highly 
successfu l. 
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PALMA H UNT ER End 

Coming to Ouachita in 192 1 from th e Hu sselvill e Aggies, "Lee Fohl " immedi­
ately ca ught on with the Tige rs. The season '2 3 was his third a nd la st in a Ouachita 
uniform. H e w as al ways a stea dy' and heady pl aye r, a nd had a higher aver­
age on receiv ing pa sses tha n a ny oth er ma n on th e team. 

ARTH U R CoLE . . Quarterback 

"Crip" ca me back to Oua chita in 19 22 after an abse nce of two yea rs. H e was in­
eligibl e for th e va rsity, a nd pl ayed quarter on th e Tigerettes. Last season he w as 
eligibl e, and played as the und erstudy of Ca rey Selph at the qu a rter posttwn. His 
specialty was skirti ng th e end s a nd broken fiel d running, a nd his kicking was 
always good. 

CLEO SH U GART 

"Shug's" specia lty is pulling dow n pa sses. H e came to Ou achita la st ye ar a nd 
played on the Tige rettes in th e f all of ' 22 . He was g radu ated to th e va rsity last 
season. and immediately made good. H e is rath er light, but makes it up in fight 
and skill. H e is the third of th e Shugart brothers to star in Ou achita footb a ll, and 
bids fair to uphold th e fa mily record in his two remainin g yea rs. 
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EusTACE BAGGETT . Center, Guard, and Tackle 

This versatil·e linesman was the leader of the reserve material. He played any 
position in the line except end, although originally a center, and played them a ll 
exceedingly well : When given a chance he always made good. He came to Ouachita 
in 1920 but did not go out for football his Freshman year. He played two years on 
the Tigerettes, subbing on the varsity, and last season came into his own. His gradu­
ation leaves a hole in the line for next season. 

THEODORE KING • . Guard 

After three years playing at end on the Tigerettes and subbing on the varsity, 
"Theo" won the "0" last season . Coach Jennings saw the making of a great guard 
in him, and he promptly developed him in the new position. He starred in the 
guard outp lays, and rose to his height in the Arkansas game where he repeatedly 
broke through and threw opposing backs for losses. He made the all-state second 
team. 

GARY DILDY 

Dildy came highly tooted from Nashville High School, and immediately started 
in to living up· to his reputation. He is a very big man for an end, weighing close 
to 190. This helped him in breaking up interference, and at the same time did not 
hold him down when he sprinted for a pass. VVith his natural ability and Coach 
Jennings' expert tutelage, he should fill his remaining three years with glorious 
deeds. 
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WALTER ]ACOWAY. Halfback and End 

"Jake" came unheralded to Ouachita last autumn, but when he stepped on the 
gridi ron people began to take notice. A veritable Hercules in build, he threw his 
185 pounds aga inst the l_ine with great speed for so big a man. An injured knee 
sustained early in the season caused a long lay-out that had a bad effect. When 
finally ab le to go back in, he was placed at end, where his uncanny abi lity to pull 
down passes, made him a highly va luabl e man. He has three more years that 
shou ld be very bright. 

j ACK NOWLiN . . Tackle 

Jack came from Arkadelphia High School last autumn, where he had played at 
end. He ran a t end for a time on theTigerettes and on the varsity, and was then 
shifted to tackle, where he found himself. Always willing to listen to instruction, 
and full of the old fight, he offers wonderful possibilities during his remaining 
three years. 

THOMAS McDANIEL, Tigerette Captain . . Quarterback 

"Mac" came to Ouachita in '22. He played on the Tigerettes last year and showed 
up well, especially in the final game of the season, when th·e Tigerettes upset the dope 
bucket and beat the Dragons. "Mac" nms hard and is aggressive, which makes him 
a good Tigerette captain. v'\Te shou ld hear a lot from "Mac" in his remaining two 
years.

BALL 

As the Ouachitonian goes to press the "Basketeers" have just begun 

their prowl in the cage. A series of games has just been finished with the 
Teachers. T he last two games we re played on the home court, which 
ended in divided spoils, but the other game of the series, which was 
played at Conway, was sacked by the Teachers. Two games with Hen­
drix, and one with Little Rock College were won from the Tigers. 

The basketball schedule has not been completed up to date, but it is 
known definitely that there will be a se ries with Henderson Brown, and 
with Pine Bluff Y . M. C. A., and the completion of the se ries with Hen­
drix and L. R. C. 

The second team has been doing some good playing this season, havi ng 
already won from Gu rdon Hi gh in a series of games played w ith them. 

Four new men are added to the Tigers this yea r, and they are show­
ing up well on the court. Two of them are former high school stars. 
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FRANK TuRBERVILLE . . Guard 

"Tubby" developed a state-wide reputation his first year in college, and has held 
it throughout his athletic career. His opponents observe him warily on the court, as 
well as on the gridiron and diamond. vVe regret that "Tubby" will finish his col­
lege (lthletics this year. l-Ie will ce rtainly be missed. 

.l'ALMA HuNTER, Captain . . Center and Forward 

Before coming to Ouachita, Hunter was captain of the Russelville Aggie team. 
He is playing his third yea r for Ouachita, and ha s a lw ays been one of its st rongest 
assets. Upon com in g to Ouachita, Hunter was shifted f rom center to fo rw ard, and 
he J1as been playing both positions well. .Hunter is a fast man, his passing is con­
sistent, and he is a good dribbler. The cage wi ll miss Hunter this yea r by gradu­
ation. 

SuLLIVAN ANDERSON . . Guard 

This is "Su ll y's" second year on the team. Two yea rs ago he was substitute for­
ward, but since that time it was found that he was a more excellent guard. "S ull y" 
is a whirlwind for speed and is good in breaking up plays. The team will lose 
"S ully" this year by graduation. 

ALYMEI\ "BANG" CANNON . Guard 

"J?•ang" entered the cage somewhat late this yea r, taking Chenault's place, who 
dropped out of schoo l afte r the holid ays. "Bang" became a d emon in the cage, 
guarding his man well. He deserves a great deal of credit for the way in which 
he played the la st games of the season. l-Ie mixed it well with the "Reddies." "Bang" 
has one more year.

Arkansas. V'ilith most of the old team back, and w ith a number of new men from which to 

choose the remainder of the team, the prospect for the championship of '24 is indeed bright. 

Arthur "Crip" Cole is to ca ptain the team thi's year. "Crip" was with us last yea r, but hi s 

late entrance in school prevented his playing on the team. He was a letter man in ' 2 0. " Crip" 
is a heady base runner, and his pilfe ring has helped the Tigers to win many a game. 

"Hos~" Montgomery is still a big wheel in the Tiger machine. His receiv ing is consistent, 

and he can be depended on as a hitter. His hawk eye and strong arm has enabled him to catch 

many would-be base stealers.
