Highlighting the theme, "1\Iaking a Difference since 1886," the Ouachita community 

marked the historic milestone with a yearlong campus celebration that began in the 

spring semester and will continue through the following fall semester. 

Dr. Jd"f Root, dean of Ouachita's School of Humanities, helped kick off the anniver­

sary observance with a Feb. 1 chapel address exploring "The \'V'orld of 1886." 

"\'X'h~· care about what happened 125 yc:ars ago?" Root asked. ln response, he noted, 

''The people who established Ouachita ,,·ere real people who were formed by their faith 

in God and by the times in ,,·hich they lived. They weren't perfect, but they \\·ere intent 

to create a campus ,,·here the lm·e of God and the lm·e of learning were not just com­

patible but worked hand in hand. 

"Ouachita's mission, which they put in place, has a direct impact on the experience you 

are ha,·ing here on campus every day," he told the students. 

President Rex l\f. Horne, Jr., appointed a 14-member anniversary steering committee 

last year to plan and coordinate the 125th anniversary obsen·ance. Chaired by Ian Cosh, 

OBL' ,-ice president for community and international engagement, the steering commit­

tee includes faculty, staff members and student leaders. 

"Celebration and thanksgiving are two key words associated with Ouachita's 125th 

anniversary events throughout 2011 ," Cosh said. "The occasion will provide a time to 

han~ some fun and to gi,·e thanks for the many blessings the Lord has showered upon 

us since 1886." 

Major spring events included the Pastors and Presidents Sympoisum, International 

Food Festival, Birkett Williams Lecture and Tiger Serve Day.
