The concert will conclude with “The Mudbug Strut”
by Paul Baker, “Solar” by Miles Davis and arranged by Rick Stitzel and “Dat Dere” by Bobby Timmons
and arranged by Mark Taylor.

Esther Atkinson, a senior musical theatre major from Rogers, Ark., will be the vocal soloist for the concert.
She will sing “Night and Day” by Cole Porter, “Isn’t it Romantic” by Lorenz Hart and Richard Rodgers and
arranged by Dave Wolpe and “A Wonderful Day Like Today” by Leslie Bricusse and Anthony Newley and
arranged by Lennie Niehaus.

“It's been a dream to sing with a band behind me, never mind singing jazz with some of Ouachita’s best
instrumentalists,” Atkinson noted.
